Health Ministries 
 

Bug Stings 
Bug stings are not just nuisances.  They 

bring momentary alarm, temporary 
discomfort and pain, but usually no 

serious or lasting health problems.  But 
occasionally, they can cause infections 

that require treatment and allergic 
reaction that can be serious, even fatal. 

 
Bee and Wasp Stings 

A bee will leave behind a stinger 
attached to a venom sac.  Try to remove 

it immediately by flicking it with your 
fingernail or something similar.  Never 

squeeze it as that will release more 
venom from the venom sac.  Wasps 

5#4,(&6*'3*&("*$%&-($47*%-&$4&("*&-8$4&'45&
can therefore sting more than once as 

can bumblebees. 
 

Wash the area with soap and water.  
Repeat two to three times a day until the 
skin in healed.  Apply as ice pack or wet 

washcloth for a few minutes. 
 

Acetaminophen or ibuprofen may also 
be given for pain.  For itching, a over-
the-counter oral antihistamine may be 

given as directed.  A corticosteroid 
cream or calamine lotion may also be 

applied to the sting area. 
 

A sting anywhere in the mouth warrants 
immediate medical attention because 
stings in oral mucous membranes can 
quickly cause severe swelling that may 

block airways. 
 

Seek medical care if a large skin rash or 
swelling occurs around the site or if 

swelling or pain persists for more than 
three days, which could indicate an 

infection. 
 

Get medical help right away if any of the 
following signs are observed as they 
could indicate a serious or potentially 

life-threatening allergic reaction: 
 

 Wheezing or difficulty breathing 
 Tightness in throat or chest 
 Swelling of the lips, tongue, or 

face 
 Dizziness or fainting 
 Nausea or vomiting
